104.11. Reports for Consideration.

Flood Risk Analysis.

Cllr. D. Stuart Anderson had requested that, following the last meeting of the Morfa Rhuddlan Food Group and subsequent discussions with both Cllrs. Corry and Bevan, financial support of £3000 be granted towards a project that would, using computer modelling, learn how residents and emergency services would react following flooding of the area. It is felt that the need for a number of infrastructure improvements would become a lot clearer if this exercise was undertaken.

Members recognised that there may be some value in the project and following debate it was proposed by Cllr. Anderson and seconded by Cllr. Bevan that CCBC be informed that this Council would make a contribution towards the 15% of the overall cost.
Provision of Dog Bins.
Requests had been made the installation of dog bins within the community and CCBC had agreed they would service these facilities if this Council were willing to pay for their purchase and installation at a cost of £174 each.  It was recognised that the installation of 4 dog bins was required and it was proposed by Cllr. Roberts and seconded by Cllr. McLoughlin and agreed that the required funding be made available.
Work Experience.

The Clerk informed members that the initial placement carried out by Llandrillo College sadly had not worked out. The placement was withdrawn by the Co-ordinator of the College following discussions with the Clerk and Assistant. Despite being offered a period of “mitigation” the Co-ordinator was insistent that he be removed.  He also requested that the scheme recommence following the probationary period of the new Assistant to the Clerk and this was agreed.
Welsh Government; Consultation Document, Fire and Rescue National Framework 2012 Onwards.

The above document had been received for member’s consideration and was available for them if they wished to formulate a response. 
Health and Safety Audit.

Following discussions it was agreed that the Health and Safety Audit would take place on a Saturday and the Clerk was requested to put these arrangements in place.

Public Meeting; Kinmel Park Development.

Following the receipt of a number of petitions both for and against the development of the skateboard/BMX project, Council resolved to hold a Public Meeting to discuss the matter further. Darren Millar A.M. had agreed to be an impartial Chairman for the meeting and the Clerk was requested to make the required arrangements.

I.T. Contract.

The Clerk reported that C.C.B.C. had indicated that they would be willing to produce the required specification that was needed to expose the contract to competition. 

Bus Shelters.

C.C.B.C. is pursuing a policy where Town and Community Councils would be responsible for providing £250 revenue support for each bus shelter within their community.  Members were advised as to C.C.B.C.’s proposals in regard to the present level of required maintenance and as part of this they expressed serious concerns regarding the possible relocation of the shelter on Chester Avenue.  It was proposed by Cllr. Roberts and seconded by Cllr. Knightly that the sum of £1250 be placed in next year’s budget and the Clerk was requested to advise C.C.B.C. of their serious concerns re: Chester Avenue and this was agreed.
Town Clerk. Staff Appraisal.

Members of the H. R. Sub-Committee were requested to arrange a time and date for this to be carried out in January 2012.

Kinmel Bay Library. Future Way Forward. 

The Mayor and Cllr. J. Bevan informed members of the meeting that they had recently had with the Head of Community Services C.C.B.C.  They indicated that this Council needed to offer clarity as to their preferred way forward regarding the future of Kinmel Bay Library.  The Clerk indicated that this could only be realised if members were afforded answers to all questions relating to risk and costings.  The Clerk was requested to produce a draft document for consideration at the next meeting of this Committee.
